GENERAL SHOW RULES

This is an iris show approved by the American Iris Society and conducted
according to its rules. Officizl rules and regulations of The American
Iris Society cannct be violated.

fccredited judges of the American Iris Society will judge entries in the
Horticulture Division. Judges of the show and their immediate families are
not expected tc exhibit in the show; however, due to unusual or unforeseen
circumstances, an exnhibitor in the show who is qualified tc judge or a
judge who has family members exhibiting in the show, may be asked to
assist in judging the show.

This show is free and open to all gardeners. Competitive entries must be
made by individuals and not by clubs, schools or other organizations.
Family gardens generally exhibit as one unit; hcwever, cur show allows
separate exhibitors from the same garden,especially youth providing that
all exhibitecrs work in the garden.

21l exhibiters must register. Entry tags must be standard Bmerican Iris
Society entry tags, furnished by Prairie Iris Society. Exhibitors name
nust be on both the top and stub pertion of the entry tag.

Entries will open at 8:00 a.m. on May 22,2010 and close at 10:30 a.m. Late
entries may be exhibited, space permitling, but will be marked “Not for
competition” and will not be judged. Judging will begin at 11:C0 a.m.
Entries 2nd awards must be left in place until 5:00 p.m. May 22.

. Oniy judges and judges clerks and general chairpersons are allowed in the

exhibit srea while judging is in progress. The decisicn of the judges is
final. Any award may be withheld at the discretion of the judges. Protests
must be made to the Show Chairman within one hour zfter judging.

The Show Commitiee and the Prairie Iris Society assumes no liability for
damage or loss to sxhibits or to the personal property of exhibitors and

others. Reasonable care will be exercised to prevent damage to exhibits.

This show is open for public viewing after judging is complete. There
shall be no admissicn charge to anyone.
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RULES FUR THE HURLGULIUHE UIVISIUN

This show is a gultivar show. A cultivar show is one in which each
individually named wvariety constitutes a separate class. Entries in
each c¢lass (variety) will be judged separately and upon their own
merits. All varieties entered except for seedlings still under number
 must be correctly named {except for the orphan c¢lass as described
below) and must have been registered and introduced to commerce in
accordance with the rules of the RAmerican Iris Society. Entries not
complying with these requirements will be removed from competition.
Each exhibitor may enter only cone specimen of each cultivar and the
section in which it is entered must be shown on the entry card in the
space provided hoth top and stub.

A seedling is a2 specimen that has not yet been introduced to commerce.
An exhibitor may enter a seedling originated by another person as well
as those that he originated. Entry tags for all seedlings entered
shall include the complete name and address of the exhibitor as well
as the name and address of the hybridizer. The seedling name or number
must appear on the card in the space provided, both top and stub.
Seedlings must be exhibited at full length of stalk.

All entries must have been grown in tThe exhibitors own garden and
entered in person except for specimens of iris species collected from
their wild habitat.

Advance registration is not necessary.

21l khorticulture division entries are to be exhibited as single stalks
in containers fFfurnished by the exhibitor. Containers should bes green
wine bottles except for collections and English Boxes {see sections F
and G). Containers without printing are preferred, but not necessary.
A few bottles will be obtainable from the club.

Anyone may enter specimens regardiess of membership in an Iris Scciety
or Garden Club.

No bulbous iris may receive the Best Specimen of Show and Best
Seedling awards.
